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Guest Information & Guidelines

If you are a guest of Oaks Indian Mission here are a few guidelines, rules, information that you will need to know…
Check in, Check out:  Arrival times should come between 8:30 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. if possible.  Please inform the Group Coordinator if your arrival time is before or after hours.  

All individual and group bills must be paid in full before leaving the Mission campus unless specific billing arrangements have been made through the Group Coordinator at least one week prior to arrival.

Curfew: There is no Mission curfew for guests.  However, all mission students must be in their cottages by dark.

Faxes and Copies: Faxes may be sent or received (918) 868-3804 from the office for a nominal fee. Copies may be made at the office for nominal fees.
First Aid: There are no on-campus first aid personnel.  However, staff members have had CPR/First Aid training. There are also first aid kits located in each bunk house.
Local Area Information: Visit the Cherokee Heritage Center and village museum in Tahlequah, OK (25 miles).  Canoe and rafting trips are available on the Illinois River during the summer months (10 miles).  The Five Civilized Tribes Museum is in Muskogee, OK (54 miles).  Tulsa has a zoo, water parks and museums (70 miles).
Lost and Found: Items that are found in the buildings or on the grounds are placed in lost-and-found. We will hold items for up to two weeks before we donate it or give it away. If you are looking for a lost item please email mail@oaksindianmission.org call the office at (918) 868-2196. Please provide a description of the item, contact information, and where you last saw/had the item.

WiFi: We currently have free internet access for our guests.  If you want to access the internet on campus, please let the Group Coordinator know prior to arrival
Restrictions:
Alcohol/drugs: Use or possession of alcoholic beverages and controlled substances without a prescription are forbidden. Guests in non-compliance will be asked to leave, will forfeit any right to refund, and may jeopardize the invitation of their group to return to Oaks Indian Mission.
Tobacco Products:  Oaks Indian Mission is a tobacco free facility.  No tobacco is allowed on the campus.

Damage to Oaks Indian Mission Property: Any damage such as graffiti, broken beds, broken windows, damage to doors, walls, floors, or furnishings, etc. will be billed to your group. Please be sure to tell your group members to be careful. 
Firearms/Fireworks: Possession of firearms and fireworks of any nature are forbidden.

Pets: Absolutely no pets allowed on the camp grounds. Guests who bring pets may be asked to leave or take the pet off the property. However, we gladly invite those with working dogs (guide dogs etc.) to use our facilities.

Mission Student Interaction:  We encourage mission groups to interact with our students whenever possible.  However, the state licensing agency requires a staff person be in attendance with students whenever they are with group members.

It is often requested by groups to do activities with our students and we encourage it.  But, because of all the various student schedules we ask that group members either do activities on campus with our students when they are available (basketball, stickball, board games, pool, air hockey, bonfires, etc) or plan to attend their school or other activities (i.e., basketball, football, softball, FFA, etc).  A schedule of student’s activities can be requested from the Group Coordinator.

Mission students are not allowed to ride in vehicles other than Mission vehicles.

Lodging

The Bunk Houses are equipped with a microwave, refrigerator and coffee maker (one has laundry facilities).  
Booking rates: All prices are per person, per night.  The prices include 3 meals. Total number of people attending should be turned in one week prior to arrival.
Groups doing service projects on Mission grounds:
· Cabin & Meals – $40.00 
· Lodging Only – $25.00
Groups using the facilities only and NOT doing service projects on Mission Grounds:
· Cabin & Meals – $50.00 
· Lodging Only – $30.00
If meals are included, breakfast items will be in the bunk house.  Lunch and Dinner will be served in the Dining Hall unless other accommodations are pre-arranged.

Bedding will not be provided unless requested.  Bedding fee is $5.00 per person for the stay.

Service Projects

If your group is requesting to do a service project on campus, please have requests (see attached form) completed and submitted at least one month prior to arrival. 
Forms
· Please complete and submit the group request form at least three months prior to the requested arrival date.
· A liability and release statement must be completed and signed (by parent or guardian if under 18) by each group member attending.  This form is due to the Oaks Indian Mission Group Coordinator one week prior to arrival.

· If a service project is performed, we must have a completed Volunteer Group Disclosure Statement submitted upon check out.  We are required to make reports of “in-kind” gifts to government and grant giving organizations.
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
